A Warning About the Anti-Christ 
Anti-Christ in the original Greek is αντί Χριστός, which 
is translated as anti-Christ. Anti now means “against” 
- Anti in the original Greek is αντί and means “instead 
of”. Anti-Christ literally means: ‘Replacement of 
Christ’ or ‘Instead of Christ’. Hence many will believe 
him to be the real Christ. 
 

And the False Prophet: 
Revelation 13 describes him as a lamb. Jesus was 
pictured as a lamb, so he could be a “Christian”.  
The prophet Malachi said, ‘I will send you Elijah the 
prophet before the coming of the Lord’ - Jesus said 
concerning John... ‘this is Elijah, which was to come.’ 
(Matthew 11:7,14) Elijah called down fire. This “Prophet” 
will call down fire proclaiming to be Elijah and that he 
is announcing the “reincarnated and true messiah”. 
 

        Psalms 91:4   His Truth Shall Be Your Shield          

Revelation 12:15  And the serpent cast out of his        
mouth water as a flood (of lies)  after the woman (the 
believers), that he might cause her to be carried away 
of the flood. 
 

       Matthew 24:23  Then if any man shall say unto 
you, Lo, here is Christ, or there; believe it not. 
 

Matthew 24:24  For there shall arise false Christs,        
and false prophets, and shall show great signs and 
wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall 
deceive the very elect.

Basic Scriptures for the Last Seven Years. 
 

Daniel 9:27A  And he (the Antichrist) shall confirm         
an agreement with many  for seven  years.(seven 
years is also the length of his tenure) 
 

Daniel 9:27B  In the middle of the seven years        
shall he stop the daily animal sacrifice and place the 
abomination of desolation. (3½ years remains) 
 

Matthew 24:15-21 When you shall see the          
abomination of desolation spoken of by Daniel the 
prophet stand in the holy place (the temple).. be 
ready to flee..   for then shall be  great  tribulation 
such as was not since the beginning of the world to 
this time, no, nor ever shall be. 
(The length of the tribulation is 3½ years. This is 
mentioned 8 times in the Bible as: time, times and half 
a time, 42 months and 1260 days - according to the 
lunar calendar of 360 days per annum - 3½ X 360 = 
1260 days)   
 

Matthew 24:29 Immediately after the tribulation          
of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the 
moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall 
from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be 
shaken. (nuclear war effects) 

: And then.. they shall see the Son        Matthew 24:30
of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power 
and great glory. 
 

And he shall send his angels with         Matthew 24:31  
a great sound of a trumpet (this is the last tribulation 
trumpet), and they shall gather together his elect .. 
 

  Heaven and earth shall pass         Matthew 24:35
away, but my words shall not pass away.

us the spirit of fear but of power and 
of love and of a sound mind.  
 

       2Timothy 1:12 I know Who I have 
believed and am persuaded that He is 
able to keep that which I have 
committed unto Him till that day.

        Proverbs 4:18,19  The path of the just is as the 
shining light, that shines more and more unto the 
perfect day. The way of the wicked is as darkness: 
they don’t know over what they stumble.

The Wise and Foolish  
 

        Matthew 25:1-4  But the wise took 
oil in their vessels. Now is the time that 
the brides are slumbering. Stock up on 
your oil! The ten virgins, five were wise 

and five were foolish: The foolish took 
their lamps, but did not take any oil with 
them. They are believers, but they have 
no oil reserve as they don’t know God’s 
word, so their lamps went out.   
 

The wise, however, took oil in jars along 
with their lamps. They are the believers, 
who know God’s word and promises and 
hide them in their hearts or jars.
